· performance as a public concretization of theatre production

· performance as a polycommunicative and performative event

· theoretical and terminological issues in the relationship between theatre production and performance 

Methodological issues in performance analysis
· criteria of methodological choice regarding the type, genre, style and poetics of the analysed performance

· overview and comparison of methods for performance analysis
· analysis of personally perceived performance and analysis of just heuristically mediated performance

· heuristic issues in performance analysis

· heuristic specificity of audio-visual records of performances
Examples of different kinds of case studies using characteristic methods of performance analysis
· from the perspective of typicality and significance of analysed performances 

· from the perspective of adequacy of the selected analytical method
· case studies of other cultural performances
